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What is a Denturist

A Denturist is defined as a ‘Dental’ Health Care
Professional, who provides denture care directly to
the public. A Denturist is a part of an independent
self-regulated profession who works with other
oral health care providers to provide denture care
and services to patients. As a Denturist you would
be providing denture services to patients through
chair side appointments and would have the ability
to fabricate these dentures in your clinic. A detailed
video can be viewed at the following link:

The Denturism Profession is legislated in all Prov-
inces and Territories in Canada as well as other
countries. There are approximately 2,000 Dentur-
ists in Canada, which is seen as a world leader in
this profession. The National Occupational Classi-
fication (NOC) code for the Profession of Dentur-
ism is 3221, this is a nationally recognized code that
outlines the job description and labor market for
Denturism.

What is Accreditation?

Accreditation is a collegial process of self-study and
external peer review for quality assurance account-
ability and improvement of an academic institution
or program designed to determine whether or not
it has met or exceeded the published standards of its
accrediting associations and it is achieving its mis-
sion and stated purpose. There are Provinces, re-
quired by legislation, that will only accept students
that have graduated from an accredited program.
